Humanity

Impartiality

It makes no discrimination as to nationality, race, religiou s beliefs, class or political opinions
It endeavours to relieve the suffering of individuals , being guided solely by their needs, and to
give priority to the most urgent cases  of distress.

Neutrality

In order to enjoy the confidence of all, the Movement may not take sides in hostilities or engage
at any time in controversies of a political, racial, religious or ideological nature.

Independence

The Movement is independent. The National Societies, while auxiliaries in the humanitarian
services of their governments and subject to the laws of their respective countries, must always
maintain their autonomy so that they may be able at all times to act in accordance with the
principles of the Movement

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The Code of Conduct - What Is 1t?

The Code of Conduct, like most professional codes, is a voluntary
one. It is applicable to any NGO, be it national or international,
small or large and the RC/RC.

It lays down 10 points of principles (not operational details) which
all NGOs and the RC/RC should adhere to in their disaster
response work.

It describes the relationships agencies working in disasters should
seek with donor Governments, host Governments and the UN
system

The Code is self-policing. No one NGO is going to force another to
act in a certain way and there is as yet no international association
for disaster response NGOs which possesses any authority to
sanction its members.
